Group Computing Account – User Form

Terms & Conditions 

1. Group accounts will be established for currently enrolled students or University recognized organizations.

2. Group accounts are to be used for academic purposes only.

3. Files stored in the group folder may not be shared using any peer to peer software.

4. Periodic checking of the contents contained within the group account will occur to ensure that non academic activities do not occur.

a. Users found in violation of the academic only condition will have the contents of the group folder removed and their Computing account disabled.

5. Student class accounts will expire one (1) week after the end of a semester.  

a. Accounts that expire will be deleted along with the contents of the group folder.

b. If the account is to be used across semesters, the Student Help Desk (SHD) must be notified prior to the expiration date.

c. Organization accounts do not expire.

6. It is the responsibility of the account users to backup the contents of the account prior to the expiration date.

7. The original creator is the only individual that can add or remove users from the account.  

8. The original creator is the only one who can request the account be removed.

9. The group naming convention will be based on the class the group is being created for.  

a. Example, students taking an MIS 101 course that wish to have an account created will receive a group account named MIS101-Section Number-Group Number/Name.

10. Organizations requesting an account will follow a similar naming convention where their account name will match their organizations’ name.

11. By completing the request for a group account, you agree to adhere to the terms and conditions specified above.

Accessing the Group Account
1. Log into a computer using your Computing account login.

2. Either using My Computer or Windows Explorer, browse to the P: Drive.

3. After selecting the P: Drive, you will see the names of the groups you are a member of.

4. Selecting the group name will take you to the shared folder that makes up the group account.

5. All members of the group account have equal permissions to create, remove, and modify files contained in the group folder.

1. Using your Computing account login, accounts can be accessed via NetStorage by visiting http://ccs.unlv.edu/scr click on “NetStorage” link.

Creating a Group Web Site

1. In the root of the group folder, create a folder titled: public_html. Place all images and .htm/.html files inside this folder. Make sure to name the first page or homepage index.htm.
