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SOCIALISM MONOPOLY

1. Before you begin playing, redistribute the money so each player has an equal amount since this is one of the goals of socialism. Do not issue any more money from the bank. Redistribute land so each player has the same number of properties after you return the utility companies and the railroads to the bank since the government owns these types of businesses (including the bank). When you land on these squares, pay the bank. 

2. When you pass “GO,” only collect $150.00 since your taxes are now increased under socialistic rule.

3. When a player lands on free parking, the money in the middle is distributed evenly to all players in the game.

4. The income tax square is increased to 20% or $400.00.

5. The luxury tax square costs each player $125.00. In a socialistic country, it is more difficult to obtain these unnecessary items.

6. If a player lands in jail, it will cost $75.00 to get out of jail since almost everything is priced higher in a socialistic economy.

7. When a player draws a “CHANCE” or “COMMUNITY CHEST” card, the following changes will apply:

CHANCE

A. Visit the Railroad — Pay government twice the rent. You cannot buy this business.

B. Get Out of Jail Free — Nothing is free. You must pay $50.00 now for the security of the card. Without the card, you pay $100.00.

C. Visit Utility — Pay to the government.

D. Bank Dividend — The bank decided to take your dividend to help the poor.

E. Building and Loan Matures — Government taxes take $50.00 of your money.

F. General Repairs — Costs are higher. Each house costs $40.00, each hotel $130.00.

G. Poor Tax — You must pay each player who has less money than you enough so you are all equal in wealth.

H. Chairman of the Board — Each player who has more money than you have must pay you enough so you are equal in wealth.

COMMUNITY CHEST

A. Grand Opera Opening — You collect the money, but it must be paid to the government.

B. Inheritance — Since your government believes in equality, share your inheritance equally with all other players.

C. Sale of Stock — You don’t own stock. No refund.

D. Beauty Contest — Government splits with you for $5.00

E. Street Repairs — Repairs cost more in a socialistic country — — $50.00 per house, $125.00 per hotel. Government also decides you should add more buildings. Buy two new houses or one hotel.

F. Bank Error — Government decides to use the money to begin new government buildings instead.

G. Receive for Services — Government takes $10.00 on general principles.

H. Hospital Bill — Since you have socialized medicine, you only pay $10.00, but you lose one turn waiting to see the doctor,

I. Income Tax Refund — Socialistic government does not give tax refunds. They will find a worthwhile use for the money.

J. School Tax — Even the colleges are free in a socialistic country, so school taxes are greater — $200.00.

K. Life Insurance — With your socialized medicine, you have no need for life insurance. Aren’t you glad the government will take care of you?

L. Christmas Fun — Collect $50.00. The government will use the rest for the orphans.

M. Get Out of Jail Free — See “Chance” card under this section.

N. Doctor’s Fee — You only pay $5.00 for the doctor under socialized medicine, but you lose one turn. It seems you had to spend extra time in bed since you couldn’t choose your own doctor and the one who treated you was incompetent.
